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Part 2. WHOLESALE SERVICE PROVIDER CALLS AND TEXT 
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SUB PART 5 : WHOLESALE SERVICE PROVIDER CALLS - INTERNATIONAL 64KBIT/S DATA SERVICES (DIGITAL LINES ONLY) 
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The International 64Kbit/s data call service allows calls made from digital lines to be carried on clear 64Kbit/s paths to certain overseas destination (or 56Kbit/s paths fot those countries with ISDN services using lower speeds, namely USA, Canada, Bermuda and Hong Kong). The service is suitable for data applications where high transmission quality and low error rates are important. Service is dependent upon the overseas carrier and will not necessarily be available to all parts of an overseas country. Calls to a mobile network will be provided on a 64Kbit/s or 56Kbit/s path to the point of connection with that network, however the data transmission rate achieved will depend upon that network, the nature of the terminal in use and a number of other factors.

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Individual calls are charged at prices which are dependent on the country being called. Countries are allocated to one of 7 charge bands. Whilst charges are expressed in pence per minute, calls are measured to a fraction of a second and the price is rounded to the nearest one tenth of a penny. There is a minimum charge of 4.2 per call plus VAT, less any discounts. If a call exceeds an hour in duration, a lower charge cuts in. Calls are charged on a per channel basis.
