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SECTION 36. SERVICE PROVIDER SERVICES 
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Part 9. Payphone Access Levy Collection 
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SUB PART 1 : SERVICE DESCRIPTION
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The Payphone Access Levy is a payment made by Operators who terminate Freephone calls, (Terminating Operators), to Qualifying Payphone Operators. The purpose of the levy is to compensate Qualifying Payphone Operators for providing free access for Freephone calls from public and managed payphones.
Operative Date 01-01-2002 
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The service comprises of levy collection from Terminating Operators on behalf of Qualifying Payphone Operators and onward payment of the levy collected to Qualifying Payphone Operators. BT will use reasonable endeavours to collect the levy from Terminating Operators but will not be responsible for any uncollected levy.
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The service provided by BT Wholesale covers collection of the levy from Other Licenced Operators but not from BT Inbound Services.
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Levy will not be collected for calls to Indirect Access codes via short codes or for freephone calls from payphones attached to PBX lines.
